     Dr. Mei Hong is the 2006 
recipient of the Agnes Fay 
Morgan Award. This annual award 
is given for research achievement in 
chemistry or biochemistry. The 
nominee must be a woman chemist 
or biochemist, not over forty years 
of age at the time of her 
nomination.   
     Dr. Mei Hong grew up in China 
and attended Fudan University in 
Shanghai for two years before 
completing her undergraduate study 
at Mount Holyoke College, 
graduating summa cum laude in 
Chemistry in 1992. She pursued 
graduate work at UC Berkeley, 
working in the laboratory of 
Professor Alexander Pines to study 
the dynamic conformation of 
phospholipids and liquid crystals  

 
using solid-state NMR. After 
obtaining her Ph.D. in 1996, she 
spent a year as a postdoctoral 
fellow at MIT, working with 
Professor Robert Griffin to develop 
new NMR techniques to determine 
protein conformation. In 1997 Dr. 
Hong joined the Department of 
Polymer Science and Engineering 
at the University of Massachusetts 
at Amherst as a Research Assistant 
Professor, where she combined new 
multidimensional solid-state NMR 
techniques and biosynthetic 
labeling of proteins to achieve 
resonance assignment and measure 
multiple torsion angles in highly 
isotopically labeled solid proteins.  
     In 1999 Dr. Hong joined the 
faculty of Iowa State University, 
where she is now a Professor of 
Chemistry. Her research centers on 
the application and development of 
solid-state NMR spectroscopy to 
the investigation of the three-
dimensional structure and dynamics 
of membrane proteins and fibrous 
protein polymers. Various antibiotic 
and antimicrobial membrane 
proteins are studied to determine 
their membrane-binding topology, 
their oligomeric state, and their 
dynamic conformational changes, 
with the goal of designing better 
antibiotic drugs with tailored 
selectivity and potency. The 
conformational distribution of 
elastin-mimetic proteins is also

Propose to change the National Officers to include all above plus Webmaster with a term of 
three years and Coordinator of Initiates and Supplies with a term of three years. 
 
Explanation:  Currently the webmaster and former Supplies Coordinator were appointed positions by 
the president and they had no vote on National Council.  In recent years, these two positions have 
grown in importance and workload.  Therefore, National Council believes they should be elected as 
National Officers. 
 
Proposal 2.  Article VI – Section 6, National Officers and National Council  
Currently reads:

PRESIDENT: One term, but may be renominated after being out of office for at least one term.

Nominations will be received December 1 through March 1*, and award certificates will be mailed to 
schools by April 1.  *(Note: The 2007 deadline has been extended to March 15, 2007.)  Iota Sigma Pi asks 
that each school make an effort to present the award at an official school event such as an honors banquet, 
assembly or graduation. 
 
Iota Sigma Pi was founded at the University of California at Berkeley in 1902 and organized nationally in 
1916.  Iota Sigma Pi promotes professional development and personal growth of women in chemistry and 
related fields through recognition, public outreach and the formation of supportive networks.  Activities to 
achieve these objectives include granting recognition to women who have demonstrated scholastic 
achievement and/or professional competence by election into Iota Sigma Pi.  Annual and triennial 
professional and student awards are presented to outstanding women in chemistry and allied fields through 
funded endowments.  More than 12,000 women have been initiated into the society since its origin. There 
are currently about 1200 active members. Outstanding members include former presidents of the American 
Chemical Society and Nobel Prize winners Gerti Cori and Marie Curie.  Membership is quite diverse, 
consisting of both academic and professional women chemists, as well as graduate and undergraduate 
chemistry students.
