$55,000 from the estate of Violet Diller. Dr. Violet M. Diller, Life Member
#005, was initiated into the Radium Chapter of ISP in 1946 and was a
source of inspiration and support for fellow lotans. She served as Historian
and Past President of the Radium Chapter and was faculty advisor to many
Radium members. Shewas also active on the National Council, serving as
National Treasurer from 1969 to 1975, National President from 1975 to
1978, and Immediate Past President from1978 to 1981.

Dr. Diller received four degrees from the University of Cincinnati, threein
physics and one in education. She was the first to receive a Ph.D. in
biophysicsfrom that school and was the only woman faculty member inthe
biophysics department for many years.

Violet passed away in January of 1989 at the age of 75. Her estate was
recently divided among six charities she supported and lota Sigma Pi was
honored to be among them. Dr. Diller’s generous donation has enabled an
increase in the honorarium amounts for both the Professional Excellence
and National Honorary Member Awards.

In a Memoriam written shortly after her death, Violet was noted for her
encouragement of “young people, especialy women, to pursue excellence
in whatever they wanted to do”.
